When earthquakes occur that could generate a disastrous tsunami in
coastal regions of Japan, Japan Meteorological Agency will issue one of
the tsunami warnings (Major Tsunami Warning, Tsunami Warning, and
Tsunami Advisory) within about three minutes after a quake.
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If a tsunami warningladvisory is issued, evacuate to higher grounds immediately.
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Tsunaml waves are expected to hit repeatedly. Get out of the water and
move to a safe place on higher ground immediately. Stay out of the water,
away from beaches and waterways until the tsunami warning/advisory is
canceled.

1. Evacuate to higher ground immediately.
+ Evacuate to high ground or inland (away
from the water) immediately.
